 ● Departure by  Intercity train to Cracov in the afternoon

 ● After breakfast passage by bus to Wieliczka 
    The Salt Mine Wieliczka is the oldest salt enerprise on Polish land dating back to the Middle 
     Ages 
     For centuries it was the source of the country’s wealth and the material foundation of its 
     culture 
     Today it is the most popular Polish tourist attraction 
     The Mine was inscribed in UNESCO’s First World List of Cultural and Natural Heritage 
 ●  Lunch in the restaurant in Wieliczka 
 ●  After lunch departure for Oświęcim 
     All over the world, Auschwitz has become a symbol of terror, genocide, and the Holocaust 
     It   was established by Germans in 1940, in the suburbs of Oswiecim, a Polish city that was 
     annexed to the Third Reich by the Nazis. Its name was changed to Auschwitz, which also  
     became the name of Konzentrationslager Auschwitz 
 ●  Return to the hotel in the late afternoon 
 ●  Dinner in the  Jewish restaurant on the Kazimierz District 
 ●  Overnight as above 
 
3rd day
 
 ●  After breakfast city tour of Cracov on foot. St. Mary’s Church, Wawel, Collegium Maius 
 ●  Lunch at the local restaurant 
 ● Transfer to the railway station 
 ●  Departure by Intercity train back to Warsaw
